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Porn in the Library

“Lawrence Leamer’s [Washington Post] essay hit a raw
nerve,” I wrote the paper last June.  Author and journalist
Leamer had blasted DC’s West End Library for allowing
computer viewing of pornography in full view of children.
The librarian had explained to him, he wrote, that “there are
no limits whatsoever on the use of the Internet,” and that she
“was as disgusted as I was, but she had her orders.” The
Post published my response stating that “modern society is
far too complex for policies governed by absolutism. Sure,
it’s going to be harder to make careful distinctions than it is
to follow simple rules. But if the goal is to mitigate harm, we
have no choice.” I sent a copy to Mr. Leamer. Shortly after,
Leamer e-mailed the following report, which is printed with
permission:
I got all sorts of responses to my
short piece in last Sunday’s
Washington Post about porn in
the library. I’ve responded to
many of you, but I wanted to
send out a longer message about
the whole experience. The
library is about two blocks from
my home. I happen to be an
author, but I’m also a citizen,
and when I got home after seeing men viewing pornography
openly with children present, I dashed off a letter to the Post.
What I had seen was so outrageous that I fully expected that
after my piece ran Mayor Anthony Williams would immedi-
ately call for an investigation, and if he didn’t city council
members would do so, or at least one of the candidates for
mayor would speak out. Nothing happened. I did receive
about 50 emails from around the United States, and even one
from Europe. What these passionate messages convey is just
how radically polarized America is on moral issues.
There’s a big red road on the right, and a big blue road on
the left, and little but empty space and silence in the middle.
Liberty is always defended on the fringes, and those support-
ing the freedom to view pornography in our libraries are a
strange coalition of liberals and libertarian absolutists. They
are fervent, determined and often disdainful of those who
disagree with them. “Pornography, unless it’s ‘obscene,’ and
that’s defined by community standards, is protected speech,”
one writer lectured me. “Parents who are concerned about
their children getting a peep of material they deem inappro-
priate should not let them hang out in the library by them-
selves.” Another was not so polite: “What drivel, you are so
afraid of sex, you reek of it.” He argued that the library is the
most apt place for porn because “libraries are where knowl-
edge is supposed to be.”
From the red road I received a number of emails from people
fighting against porn in our libraries. That’s not all they’re
fighting. The porn fight is just one battle in a war that seeks
to limit the viewing of certain children’s books in our
libraries, end the use of textbooks in schools that they feel
give short shrift to their ideals, and prohibiting gay marriage.

They see these all as factors in the moral decline of America.
Many seem obsessed with homosexuality.
I had several inquiries from the Christian right organizations
involved in this fight. They were generous in their comments
on my article and wanted to welcome me into their groups.
One said they were delighted with my article because they
have been trying for years to get the mainstream media to
write about this issue, but they won’t touch it. In the end,
however, I decided that their fight was not my fight and their
agenda was so unlike mine that I simply couldn’t join.
What struck me more than anything is that the liberals and
the Democrats have largely given over an issue like this to
the conservatives and Republicans. FreeRepublic.com put
the article on their web site, but the liberal blogs weren’t

interested. I find it appalling.
I’m sorry. I don’t see this as
an issue of right or left. I
think everyone – whatever
their politics – should care
about issues like this. Those
on the far right and the far
left shout loud and clear, and
the rest of us stay silent.
Now of course there were

emails from people in the middle too. They were like me,
struggling to find a place where their concerns could be met.
But they had no organization that spoke to them, no political
party, no political leader.
The most troubling of the emails came from people whose
children had suffered directly. “My son was targeted by a
porn man at our library a few years ago,” one of them wrote.
“He was ten and walking behind a man who was viewing
homosexual porn. The man called over to my son as he
passed by and the man moved his body from the front of the
screen so my son could see the picture. He was also playing
with himself. He was casing other people’s kids while
engaging in his peep show. My kids are not allowed to go to
the library or to the park near the library anymore.”
Such were the emails that sickened me, and made me realize
that every day that open viewing of porn goes on is a day our
children are in jeopardy. I had thought that those viewing the
porn were either homeless or so poor that they couldn’t view
a computer elsewhere. But now I realized that some of these
men are exhibitionists, the kind who might well expose
themselves in the park and come to the library to get off in
the presence of others. That made me sick, sick that kids are
running past porn not only at the local branch but also at
many libraries across America.
I received an email from Jim Compton, an old classmate of
mine at the Columbia University School of Journalism. Jim
went on to a distinguished career as a foreign correspondent
for NBC before serving in the Seattle City Council.  Here is
some of what Jim wrote:

“Nothing happens when the comfortable middle (that’s most
of us) fails to show up.  After six years on the City Council, I
know that the pissed-off middle-class mom is a potent political
agent. I don’t want to go down the road of curtailing pornog-
raphy, just because I find it loathsome. But I can’t say enough
to encourage the angry resident to confront the library
problem directly and energetically, within their own right to
protected expression. Civil disobedience, at my age, seems
kinda attractive. If they dragged a few protestors out of the
branch library in manacles (Larry!), and WRC showed up
with its fancy live broadcast truck, the porn patrons would not
show up the next day. Don’t think for a second that relinquish-
ing a freedom, even in tiny part, is not a pernicious event. But
it’s equally regrettable when we don’t show up at Larry’s
Library to convey the outrage committed in a sacred place.”
After reading Jim’s email, I called the office of the Director
at the DC Library and talked to Monica Lewis, their public
relations person. I had the sense that she was only half
listening until I told her I was a journalist. Then she got
interested. That made me even angrier. She said that the
library hadn’t done anything about this issue because they’ve
had an interim director for three years. The new director
comes on board July 15th.  She will look into this matter and
may or may not do anything. I told Lewis that I will be back
in touch on August 15th and if something isn’t done by then, I
will be staging a protest at the library.
A few days later I got an email from Michael Thomas, who
happens to be on the local Neighborhood Advisory Commission
and is very involved in city issues. He wrote: “Bob Haas, the
president of the West End Library, has jumped on the issue. He
had found that the Library Board, while affirming its ‘no
censorship’ policy in 2004, ordered a study to be done on
alternative ways to control use or exposure. Nothing has been
heard of the study, and Bob is pushing for it to be quickly
completed and action taken on it. The national association of

librarians is probably the source of the no censorship rule, but in
fact libraries have come up with ways, including software screens
and physical separation and screening, to prevent exposure of
children and others adversely affected. It is clearly also a burden
on librarians, who have to deal with porn users who want help
with computers or printers, or just walking by the stuff every day.
I have informed my fellow ANC commissioners. The ANC may
want to send letters to the interim head of the library system, and
to John Hill, the chair of the Library Board.”
So in the end, something good may come out of this. And if
something doesn’t happen by August 15th, I am deadly
serious about staging a protest.
Since publication of Lawrence Leamer’s essay, the West End
Library has taken down the open computer monitors and
placed others so that only the person actually looking at the
monitor can see it. Leamer understands that those in charge
are also contemplating other changes. “The sad thing,” he
wrote me, “is that without my article in the Post nothing
would have happened. I guess that’s bad news and good
news. The bad news is that individual citizens and concerned
groups have a difficult time changing things. The good news
is that individual citizens and concerned groups can change
things. It’s simply a pity that they don’t realize this and use
their power for better purposes.”

In
this work, at all times, the human spirit is shown as
modified by its relations with force, as swept away,
blinded, by the very force it imagined it could handle,
as deformed by the weight of the force it submits to.”

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Upon completion of high school, one of the first things I did
upon entering college was to join the Women’s Center,
where young feminists would meet to discuss the issues of
the day. This was the mid-1970’s and finding validation for
feminist theorizing was not easy to come by. Women’s
studies departments were still a rarity, though sociology
professors were teaching a greater number of classes on sex
and gender as part of the curriculum. While I started out as a
psychology major, one lecture on Freud was enough to send
me to the registrar’s office and declare a new major. Maybe I
was mistaken, but it seemed much more plausible that
women’s status in society had a great deal more to do with
patriarchy than with penis envy.
After completing my BA and MA in sociology and writing a
Master’s thesis on the topic of rape in marriage, an act that in
the late 1970’s and early 1980’s was allegedly nonexistent, I
decided to attend law school to try to find a way to stop this
hypothetical problem, as well as other imaginary injuries that
somehow appeared on women’s bodies, caused by the non-
criminal offense of spousal abuse. Three years later I was
working at the House of Ruth’s Domestic Violence Legal
Clinic as their legal advocate, as well as testifying in
Annapolis on legislation to improve Maryland’s domestic
violence laws that were amongst the worst in the nation. I
also became a member of Montgomery County NOW, where
like my gravitation to the Women’s Center upon entering
college, I found a safe place to talk about the oppression of
women and minority groups. From that point onward I was
able to confidently and legitimately define my place in the
world as a feminist activist.
In addition to my involvement in NOW, I became active in
numerous other women’s organizations that together pro-
vided me with the opportunity to work alongside the many
brilliant, courageous and trailblazing women’s rights
activists coming from all walks of life. Their influence on me
was and continues to be my inspiration. Together we have
and continue to pursue a global vision and hope for a world
of peace and equality that is real, even as it sounds com-
pletely idealistic.
My efforts in this regard have involved, amongst other
things, 12 years of serving in the Maryland General Assem-
bly and will now continue as I embark upon my new position
as the Executive Director of the Women’s Leadership Forum
at the Democratic National Committee. I could never have
reached this point without all of the groundwork previously
laid by our feminist foremothers and the joint efforts of all of
us who seek the same goal of justice for all. This is neither
hyperbole nor gratuitousness. Nor is our goal for equality
naïve or impossible.
My hope is that sharing this piece about myself will serve to
demonstrate that we all hold in ourselves the capacity to
effectuate change no matter what our individual life experi-
ence may be. If we take the time to understand ourselves and

Simone Weil, French philosopher, wrote these

words as war clouds loomed on the horizon. She

signed her essay Emile Novis, an amalgam of

her name, because as a Jew she could not be

published. For Weil, force is “that x that turns

anybody who is subjected to it [those who use it

and those who endure it] into a thing.” She

further said, “the only people who can appear to

rise above human misery are those who mask

fate’s severity from their own eyes with the help

of illusion, drunkenness or fanaticism. No one

who is not protected by the armor of a lie can

suffer force without being struck to the soul by

it.” Weil’s essay became famous in this country

after her death, when U.S. author Mary

McCarthy translated “The Iliad or the Poem of

Force” for the November 1945 issue of Politics.

June 6, 2006
Activists Blow Trafficking Whistle
on World Cup

Three million fans are expected to flock to
Germany for World Cup soccer matches in 12 cities between
June 9 and July 9. That has provoked concern about women
being trafficked in from other countries during the games.
Since Germany’s legalization of prostitution in 2002, which
left regulation and zoning to municipal governments, some
cities have prepared for the games by designating red-light
districts. Dortmund, for instance, constructed drive-in sex
huts on the outskirts of town equipped with emergency
buttons to alert police to problems. Berlin, on the other hand,
built a 3,000-square-meter brothel just down the street from
the Berlin stadium. To pre-empt sex trafficking during the
World Cup, the National Council of German Women’s
Organizations, an umbrella for about 55 women’s groups,
launched a $90,800 awareness campaign funded primarily by
the government (the German Football Federation donated
$2,590). The council will operate information booths in each
of the 12 host cities, with 30 additional groups including
Amnesty International distributing its literature. The infor-
mation includes asking those who purchase sex to look for
signs of trafficking, which could be as simple as asking if a
sex worker is there of her own free will.

June 12, 2006
Guatemala Pressed to Investigate Surge in Killings

In the first four months of this year, almost 200 women in
Guatemala were murdered. Like the other 1,800 women who
have been killed in that country since 2001, they were young
and poor. Unlike male murder victims, their bodies bear
signs of torture and rape. They are found in gutters and
empty lots, sometimes missing breasts or eyes, sometimes
beheaded and, other times, cut to pieces. During the past five
years, only 14 of these murders have been resolved. And
there may be hundreds more that have gone unreported.
According to police records, the number of female murder
victims has escalated from 163 in 2002 to 665 in 2005.
Guatemala established a Female Homicide Unit in 2004 with

15 officers, each with a caseload of over 20 cases. Investiga-
tions also have been hampered by the absence of a DNA
laboratory that could analyze evidence. In a letter sponsored
by three California representatives (Barbara Lee, Tom Lantos
and Hilda Solis) and signed by 100 members of Congress,
the State Department was asked to provide technical and
financial aid to Guatemala to investigate the attacks.

July 1, 2006
Kuwaiti Women Cast Their First Vote

Thousands of Kuwaiti women, standing in segregated voting
stations, vote for the first time in the Gulf Arab country’s
national parliamentary election. Kuwait granted them the right
to vote a year ago. No female out of the 28 candidates won
election. Women make up about 57 percent of eligible voters.

July 29, 2006
Benin Bans Harassment

The West African nation Benin has passed its first compre-
hensive sexual harassment law. The legislation is aimed at
protecting girls in women in schools, workplaces, and
homes. Many girls in Benin opt out of school because they
are harassed by teachers. According to AID, only 25 percent
of Benin women age 15 and older are literate.

August 19, 2006
AIDS Tactics Failing

The Bush administration is limiting the US government’s
ability to fight global AIDS, health activists at the Interna-
tional AIDS Conference in Toronto concluded. Takoma Park
MD-based Center for Health and Gender Equality told the
conference that 60 percent of Bush’s $15 billion plan to
combat AIDS worldwide is earmarked for abstinence and
fidelity programs. This is spreading the notion that condoms
don’t work and is worsening the epidemic. Said philanthro-
pist Melinda Gates, “If you oppose the distribution of
condoms, something is more important to you than saving
lives. You have to put the power in the hands of women.
That is going to be the way to change this epidemic.”

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The Watchful Eye

Domestic workers in Montgomery
County are being exploited, a survey
commissioned by the County Council
found. A majority of the workers are
underpaid, work long hours without
overtime, sick leave, or paid vacations,
and get inadequate health care and
retirement benefits.  Immigrant advocacy
groups led by CASA of Maryland
prompted the study.  The groups have
urged the council to consider a domestic
workers’ “bill of rights” that would
require employers to pay a $10.50 an

hour minimum wage and provide paid sick leave, paid holidays,
and health insurance. On average, the survey said, the county’s
domestic workers are unmarried, 37 years old, Hispanic, have
two children, a ninth grade education, and earn $6.29 an hour.
Fifty-six percent don’t speak English. Live-in domestics work
an average of 58 hours a week vs. 39 for those who live at
home. County Council members pointed to legal and constitu-
tional problems with complying with the groups’ request. One
problem: regulating private sector wages, benefits and vacations
requires a major shift in policy. The Council has asked the
Montgomery County Commission for Women to make recom-
mendations by October. (Wash Post 8-2-06)
Boys are OK. Girl students are not keeping boy students down.
That’s the upshot of a study by Education Sector, a new think
tank established by the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation and
others, using data from the National Assessment of Educational
Progress. Over the last 30 years, boys’ test scores are up and more
boys are going to college. The study found that “much of the
pessimism about young males seems to derive from inadequate
research, sloppy analysis and discomfort with the fact that
although the average boy is doing better, the average girl has
gotten ahead of him,” the Post paraphrased. The study concluded
that “The real story is not bad news about boys doing worse. It’s
good news about girls doing better.” (Wash Post 6-20-06)
The beat goes on.  In May we noted that a more violent sport,
“Ultimate Fighting,” is replacing traditional boxing in many
states. Now we hear that amateur fight videos are another
growing industry. Fight-video fans say they like the “adrenaline
kick” and camaraderie.  Added one, “It’s like an addiction.”

Some devotees organize and videotape no-holds-barred brawls.
Others videotape passers-by they happen to catch fighting in
public. The melees are then posted on video-sharing Web sites
such as MySpace, Google and YouTube. The videos’
soundtracks usually provide the excited voices of fighters and
onlookers, but sometimes they are set to “hip hop or trash”
music (Wash Post 6-22-06).
There’s more. The more often adolescents watch wrestling on
TV, the likelier they are to engage in fighting and date violence.
According to a study published in Pediatrics, researchers at Wake
Forest University School of Medicine surveyed 2,228 North
Carolina high school students and found the connection is
strongest in those who have been drinking alcohol – and is higher
for teenage females than males! (Wash Post 8-8-06) This doesn’t
necessarily surprise me. Girls have less exposure to fighting and
therefore are less experienced in assessing how to react.
A father’s age matters. Risk of miscarriage was 60 percent
higher when fathers were over 40 than when they were 20-29,
according to a study of 13,865 women between 1964 and 1976
published by the journal Obstetrics & Gynecology. The risk was
about three times greater for men in their 30s than for those
under 25. This was true regardless of the mother’s age (Wash
Post 8-8-06).
Maryland auditors found 11 convicted sex offenders in a
database of teachers certified by the Maryland State Department
of Education. The audit also found a similar oversight among
school bus drivers. In both cases, the state agency had failed to
update the database, the auditors said. The agency, in turn, said
the sex offenders remained in its database because local school
systems had failed to notify the state of the convictions.  Fortu-
nately, none of the 11 was working as a teacher. Although public
policy bars schools from hiring convicted sex offenders, there is
no policy or procedure to prevent public schools from hiring them
on custodial and secretarial staffs. Commented Sen. Nathaniel
McFadden (D-Baltimore), “You wouldn’t want – I wouldn’t want
– a sex offender scrubbing floors.” (Wash Post 7-26-06).
